BUILDING IN 2021?

To utilize the construction season to the fullest, you may apply now for
your Development Permit.A Development Permit is valid to start within
12 months of permit issuance.A Building Permit is valid to start within

90 days of permit issuance. Construction may begin when the
Development Permit and Building Permit are both issued. Please check with

your contractor to ensure they have applied for the appropriate permits.

The Inspections Group Inc., the Town’s contracted safety codes agency has
provided an update to the Permits & Compliance booklet.This is a reference

guide when applying for Building, Electrical, Gas, Plumbing and Private Sewage
Permits.
