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As part of the Municipal Climate Change Action Centre’s (MCCAC) Recreation Energy 
Conservation (REC) program, the Town of St. Paul has completed an energy efficiency 
lighting retrofit of the CAP Arena, which was completed on October 1, 2021. 
 
This retrofit switched out fluorescent lights with LED lighting. LED lights provides much 
better illumination thereby improving visibility and safety. At the same time, LEDS cut 
electricity consumption in half when compared to fluorescent lights; this allows the Town to 
reduce operating costs and its environmental impact.  This lighting project will significantly 
reduce the electricity consumption in the building and it will also help to reduce the town’s 
Green House Gas emissions 
 
 “The Town of St. Paul is pleased to be a recipient of the Recreation Energy Conservation

The REC Grant has allowed us to replace all of our lights to clean and bright LED lights,” 
says Town of St. Paul, CAO Steven Jeffery.
